Philadelphia Juneteenth Parade & Festival
Sunday, June 16, 2024 | Noon-7 p.m.

Juneteenth marks the anniversary of when the last enslaved people in Texas  
were informed of their freedom, a date celebrated locally since 2016 at the  
Philadelphia Juneteenth Parade & Festival. 

The Juneteenth Parade is the largest in the nation with 25,000 attendees, 2,000 
participants and over two-dozen floats parading down 1.5 miles of 52nd Street in 
West Philadelphia. The day also features the Juneteenth Marketplace & Art in the 
Park at historic Malcolm X Park with over 250 vendors, and the family-friendly 
Juneteenth Music Festival at 52nd Street and Larchwood Avenue.
